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The tradition of compiling chronological collections of legislation has developed in the Russian
Empire. In the Soviet period, such publications were published regularly. There are several types of
them. First, chronological collections include periodicals that had official status and published laws and
regulations. The main purpose of such publications was not legislative harmonization; but publishing
acts. Secondly, there are various lists and collections compiled by way of private initiative, but they
also included acts in chronological order. Thirdly, all chronological collections of laws, decrees of
the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet and resolutions of the Government of the RSFSR have been
identified and described. They were published in 1941, 1949 and 1959. The activity on the compilation
of chronological collections of legislative acts and decisions of the USSR government was considered,
although the results of this systematization were not published. A comparative analysis of the volume,
principles of selection, the content of chronological collections of individual years has been carried out.
Some numerical data are given in the table.
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
