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The article analyzes organizational, managerial government measures relating to the personal
protection of the population of Leningrad under the regime of military Affairs and Department of
defense contractors NKVD of the USSR in Leningrad region in construction of engineering structures
in the interest of the Leningrad front in the autumn 1941 — spring 1942. It is concluded that the
concentration of the entire power in the hands of the Lenfront Military Council made it possible to
solve the main tasks of the defense of Leningrad during this period. At the same time, its excessive
concentration hindered the initiative of local authorities, led to omissions in the management of the city
in the conditions of the blockade.
