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The proposed article makes an attempt at a study of the processes of the origination and development
of theoretical bases for the idea of the rule of the people in the medieval theological tradition.
The author systematically analyzes the systems of ideas of Aurelius Augustinus, Thomas Aquinas,
Manegold of Lautenbach, John of Salisbury and other thinkers. The paper notes that the development
of the rule of the people doctrine in the medieval theological tradition has secured the establishment of
a theoretical framework. The idea of the rule of the people is developed during the studied period taking
into account two interdependent tendencies. On the one hand, it is drawn up as the main argument in
justification of derivativeness and limitation of the monarch’s secular authorities. On the other hand, it
is established as a theoretical basis of a new legitimate ground for the king’s rule.
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
