The Idea of Determinacy of the Supreme Government by Electoral
Technologies in the European Medieval State Legal Tradition

The main theme of the article is investigation of the electoral culture in the European political and
legal thought. Authors argue the ancient sources of this tradition tracing it from the three sources —
Roman, German and Christian political thoughts. During the Middle Ages European legal concepts of
the supreme power’s nature oscillated between hereditary and election as a foundation of the supreme
power. Only on the edge of the Middle Ages and the Modern Era monarchy became strait hereditary.
The idea of election did not disappear, remains the core ingridient of the image of power’s legitimacy.
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
