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The article analyzes the historical and legal aspects of the fight against the increasing influence of
repeat offenders on the criminal situation in the region in the early 1960s — 1990s. The reasons for
the increase in recidivism are investigated, associated both with the imperfection of the work of law
enforcement agencies in Leningrad and the region, and with the processes taking place in the structure
of regional crime in these years. Some issues of coordination of activities in the field of prevention
of recidivism in the region are discussed, the experience of the implementation of criminal-legal
approaches in the fight against it is summarized.
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
