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The article reviews power as a complicated phenomenon from its origination to the present time. The
article scope does not allow to provide a full overview of the establishment and development of power that
is absolutely essential for the existence of a state-governed structured society. Power has existed on the most
primitive, archaic stages of the evolution of the mankind, i.e., before the state. The overwhelming majority
of authors believes that power appears as a result of a wide variety of processes taking place in the society
and then in the state. On the contrary, others are sure that it is power that creates the society and the state as
it is based on dominance, the desire to impose one’s will on others. A short historical journey speaks rather
of the credibility of this version than of its discussion character. The problem of transformation of power is
addressed. It is demonstrated how political power appears from social power.

The final part of the article covers the problem of differentiation of power in view of the rapid
development of the information and communications technology and the loss of the monopoly of power
and political structures in terms of influence on the society and its institutions, separate people in the
way that such power and political structures think fit. In this respect, one may trace some similarity of
the previous epochs and the modern times.
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
