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During the Civil War in Russia, law enforcement in the anti-Bolshevik state formations became
particularly important. Its results directly affected the degree of public support for the white authority
and, accordingly, its stability in the rear and success at the front. The most important role in law
enforcement in the period under review was played by the militia. Its creation began immediately after
the overthrow of Soviet government. The organizational and legal basis for the formation of the militia
was the corresponding principles of the law enforcement units of pre-revolutionary Russia. Initially,
due to the peculiarities of the established anti-Bolshevik regimes, the regulatory framework of its
activities differed significantly. In the state formations of the “democratic counter-revolution”, the legal
basis for the construction of the militia was the legislation of the Provisional Government, and in the
authoritarian state formations-the legislation of tsarist Russia. However, by the end of the Civil War, its
activities were carried out only on the basis of the normative principles of the tsarist police. Thus, in the
period under review, the legal traditions of the pre-revolutionary law enforcement agencies were clearly
visible in the process of building the white militia. At the same time, the conditions of the Civil War did
not allow it to effectively carry out its activities and ensure the establishment of a firm law and order.
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
