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The flourishing of the Libyan State, observed in 1969—2011, was predetermined by the embodiment
of the legal doctrine of Muammar Gaddafi, which was a statesman and a prominent theorist. The teaching
formulated by him was aimed at creating a social state in national dimension and even international
regional. This experience addressed to Arab and African countries, where the religious worldview is built
on the dogmas of classical Islam, has a certain scientific and practical value for the Russian Federation, at
the constitutional level declaring the construction of a social state. Meanwhile, the doctrine of “Islamic
Socialism”, embodied in the applied sense as the ideological basis for ensuring the national security of
Libya, was contrary to the international interests of a number of developed countries considering Africa as
an object of their patronage. Therefore, Jamahiriya in 2011 became the object of military aggression of the
North Atlantic Alliance, which did not selectively applied military strength during the civil war in Libya,
predictably supporting the anti-government uprising. However, the results of the Arab Spring in this state
did not at all level the scientific value of the state-legal doctrine of Muammar Gaddafi, which is more
painted taking into account the results of his reforms in the socio-economic sphere.
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
