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The article points out special features of the legal culture of the Russian peasantry in the context of
mutual assistance and joint and several legal liability within a community. The article also offers a critical
review of the concept of the institute of collective responsibility firmly settled in the domestic science
as of the concept deliberately formed by the state for fiscal reasons in the 18th century. The article tries
to study collective responsibility in a wider (not only fiscal) aspect due to putting it into the context of
peasant life within a community. The comparison of collective responsibility with other ways to perform
peasant solidarity (in particular, with such principle as “bearing a sin half and half”’) enables concluding
about the spiritual and social nature of collective responsibility. This responsibility allowed the peasants
to shield their vulnerable legal personalities with a legal personality of the community. The archive
materials show that the community itself viewed collective responsibility as a means of compensating
unjust taxation, as well as the aid to its less wealthy members.
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
