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In the domestic legal literature, the problems of the genesis of Japanese legal thought and the
processes associated with the formation of the legal system of the state are not sufficiently studied.

The comparative-
historical study of the Japanese legal system and Japanese legal monuments is caused by the fact that the
conducted analysis will favor the formation of a more correct and deep historical-legal understanding
of the legal system of Japan. In addition, the conducted research will allow us to have a much more
complete understanding of the prerequisites for the emergence and further development of the modern
Japanese legal state and legal system. In the process of studying the genesis of the Japanese legal system,
the author had the opportunity to consider extremely interesting material that allows us to observe the
processes of preserving legal traditions with the ever-increasing social welfare of Japan, which interacts
with a number of recent trends. The author comes to the conclusion that the Japanese law enforcement
policy has significant differences from similar Western models.
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
