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The article analyzes in detail the content of the draft reform of the Senate, prepared on the instruc-
tions of Emperor Alexander I by Senator G.R. Derzhavin. Both published materials and archival ma-
terials were used as sources. The attitude of contemporaries and descendants to this project was am-
biguous. Some saw constitutional principles in it. It is noted that some of Derzhavin’s proposals were
accepted by the authorities during the realization of the administrative reform of the early XIX" centu-
ry. Thus, the chief prosecutor’s conferences became part of the practice of the Senate on a permanent
basis and existed until the revolution of 1917. The conclusion is drawn about the conservative nature of
Derzhavin’s project.
