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In the theory of I. Kant, freedom is an inalienable natural right of a citizen, which is ensured by the
observance of the moral law: the recognition of the right of another to freedom and the recognition by
society of the self-worth of each individual. The categorical imperative serves as the basis of I. Kant’s
metaphysics of law, which ensures the freedom of the individual with the guarantee of his civil status.
Freedom in the value dimension and in the classical tradition of 1. Kant’s understanding of law acts as
respect for the law on the one hand, and as respect for the individual on the other. The main meaning of
freedom, which is not reduced to arbitrariness, is the possibility of personal changes for good. A kind of
freedom is the moral autonomy of the individual as a voluntary restrictive principle, according to which
a person sets the rules of behavior for himself, but measures them not only with reason and morality, but
also with the freedom of another person. Respect for the self-worth of each individual and respect for the
law together determine the value dimension of freedom in I. Kant’s theory of law.
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
