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Roman public law in its classical form was created in the era of the Roman republic; therefore, the
question of the inheritance of power in it was not developed, since it was elective. With the transition to
the Empire, this issue was resolved according to the republican formula — on behalf of the Senate and
the Roman people, which was actually replaced by the army. For five centuries, the following main types
of succession to the throne have been practiced: the transfer of power from father to son in combination
with the institution of co-government, the appointment of an heir from among capable military leaders
or confidants through adoption, and an artificial model of tetrarchy. However, usually the transfer of
supreme power was accompanied by more or less active participation of the army, which, in principle,
did not necessitate the consolidation of this procedure by special laws.
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
