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The aim of the article is a comparative analysis of N.N. Alekseev's Eurasian views, the nature
of power and the space of power, with the European political and legal tradition, the Europe to which
the scholar was forced to emigrate during the Civil War. The dialectical method makes it possible
to identify in the article what new things have emerged in the interpretation of N.N. Alekseev's theory
in the 20th and 21st centuries.
