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The article is devoted to one of the most ancient forms of state power organization — the institution
of emperor. Japan is a country which has aroused the interest of the world community for different
reasons for decades. The country which was able to recover in a fairly quick period after the Second
World War, turning into an ‘economic miracle’, while maintaining its centuries-old traditions and
culture, influencing all spheres of public life of the Japanese, including the state power and legal
institutions. The institution of imperial power in Japan has features associated with the very concept
of this form of government, distinguishing it from the monarchies of other states. Peculiarities of the
emergence, development, changing role of the emperor in the life of the state throughout the history of
the institution of imperial power, are of great interest for a full understanding of the role of this institution
in the modern state system. The political system of Japan also puts it in a special place among the states
of East Asia, where Japan is the only state today that has a monarchical form of government. Particular
interest in the institution of the emperor is also caused by an important event in Japanese history — the
ascension to the Chrysanthemum throne of a new emperor and the beginning of a new era of imperial
rule, which was called Reiwa.
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
