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The development of the ideological foundations of the state from classical political and legal
doctrines to modern theories of ‘networking” and ‘virtualization’ of power is characterized by aspects
of competition and change, integration and convergence of political ideologies. The competition of
ideologies can be traced in the mutual criticism of opposing views on the example of historical and
modern doctrines. The theory of the social contract breaks with the feudal tradition, conservative
doctrines criticize contractual ones, liberalism is affirmed on the basis of rejection of conservative
ideology, Marxism does not accept all the previous, etc. There are also ideas of the consistent
development of science, continuity, and the perception of the provisions of preceding doctrines. This
serves as the basis for theories combining opposite approaches. Modern theories of ‘networking” and
‘virtualization’ of power relations can be opposed to constitutional values, or they can be perceived by
the modern political tradition, embedded in its content; the second option is more preferable.
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
