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The article is devoted to the study of the practice of the formation of the people’s courts after
the October Revolution of 1917 on the example of the Novgorod province. The author analyzes the
legislative regulation of the institutions of the judiciary and legal proceedings in the early years of
Soviet power. The article characterizes the role of local bodies of Soviet power in determining the
jurisdiction of the people’s courts. Particular attention is paid to the problems of delimiting the powers
of individual people’s judges and governing bodies represented by the Congress of People’s Judges, as
well as people’s courts, on the one hand, and the people’s militia, on the other. Based on the content
of archival materials, the author characterizes the ways and methods by which the Soviet authorities
solved the problem of specifying the powers and limits of competence of one or another judicial body on
the ground. In conclusion, the author comes to the conclusion that the issues of delimitation of powers
and jurisdiction, jurisdiction of cases between various judicial bodies were resolved in an administrative
manner, proceeding from the goals of the legal policy of the dictatorship of the proletariat.
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
