Purpose. Operational-search measures are methods of obtaining information, including confidential informa-
tion, in the course of operational-search activities. Based on a comparative legal analysis, the concepts of all 15 cur-
rently regulated operational search measures are considered, and their differences and similarities in the context of
information law are shown. In addition, examples of these activities are given. The text provides an answer to a fre-
quently asked question, which of the operational-search measures is more often used in proving criminal cases.
The article is of great importance for the study and development of information law in the course of operational-
