Purpose. This article considers digital rights and digital currencies as a result of the development
of law under the influence of digital technologies. Methodology. General scientific methods were used:
dialectical method, methods of formal logic, analytical method. Results. Under the influence of modern
digital technologies, evolutionary processes are taking place in law, which, in particular, are evidenced by the
emergence of new objects of law. The use of blockchain technology has given rise to such information objects
as cryptocurrencies and tokens that are not connected to traditional civil rights objects. In relation to the latter,
a new object was introduced in Russian legislation — digital rights. As for cryptocurrencies, the legislator’s
attempt to regulate their legal situation in the Russian Federation by introducing the concept of “digital
currency” does not look too successful yet due to its not quite correct definition, as well as in connection with
giving digital currencies an ad hoc property regime. The author shows the problems that may arise from the
use of this approach and suggests ways to solve them.***
