Purpose. The study focuses on the need to develop a «digital state» concept required to ensure the effec-
tive use of IT in public administration. The author used the following methods: hypothesis building, idealization,
legal modeling, and comparative legal method. Results. With the expansion of the virtual environment,
an increasing amount of social interaction takes place outside of reality. The state is also transforming its
institutions to adapt to new conditions. Russian public authorities are actively implementing information
technologies, but they do it without a conceptual understanding. At the same time, there is a paradox when
effective technologies do not help to solve the state tasks. The article substantiates the hypothesis that the
transformation of existing legal mechanisms in the context of the fourth industrial revolution should take place
within the framework of an integral state-legal concept. The existing «e-government» doctrine no longer
reflects all areas of digital transformation. Based on a comparative legal analysis, the author justifies the need
to develop an cross-disciplinary research project to create a meta-concept for the «digital state».**
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
