Purpose. Using the example of the legislation of the Kingdom of Spain author shows the expediency and
effectiveness of creating an extraterritorial Unified Register of Civil Status Acts exclusively as an electronic
resource, and author shows that this format of the information and legal registration system of the population
meets the needs of the state and civil society. The methodological basis is the systemic and structural
approach to the study of the institution of state registration of acts of civil status. Various methods of scientific
knowledge have been applied: historical, logical, legal-technical, formal, comparative, etc. Results. The
article analyzes the provisions of the Law “On the registration of acts of civil status” and other normative legal
acts supplementing it, the author’s commentary on certain legal norms is made. It is substantiated that the
need to create an electronic Single Register, built on an extraterritorial principle, is dictated by the transition to
a digital format of public relations and the formation of an information society. The updated information society
requires the modernization of the legal regulation of relations among its subjects, including those emerging in
the field of the civil registry office. At the same time, it is noted that the digitalization of public relations creates
new threats and challenges to ensuring information security, primarily the confidentiality of private and family
life, guaranteed by the state. The analysis of the Spanish experience on legal issues of state registration of
acts of civil status made it possible to draw conclusions that are undoubtedly not only of theoretical importance
for the Russian science of information law in the field of legal regulation of the creation and functioning of
information-legal registration systems of the population, which includes the Unified Register of Civil Status
Acts, but also made it possible to identify the problems of law enforcement that require legislative solutions.**
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
