Within this article, is positioned the legal structure “hereditary turnover of intellectual rights” and are investigated the peculiari-
ties of its structure and content. The choice of the identified issue was motivated by a number of doctrinal and normative circumstanc-
es. Thus, in modern civilistic doctrine there is no such presentation of the problem. Moreover, on 24 April 2019 was adopted Decision
No. 10 of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation «On the Application of Part Four of the Civil Code of the Russian
Federation», according to which were made amendments to Decision No. 9 of 29 May 2012 of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation «On Judicial Practice in Inheritance cases».

The author of the article forms the structure «hereditary turnover of intellectual rights» and attempts to study its components:
objects, subjects and content.

The study concludes that the inheritance turnover of intellectual rights is a process of transition of transferable intellectual rights,
carried out by virtue of legal grounds such as a will (including a joint will of spouses), a hereditary contract or a law.
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
