The author’s research interests include civil law, business law, family law, and private international law. The institution of escheat
property is an important institution of civil law. Inheritance by law affects both the rights of heirs related to the testator by family ties
and the rights of public entities in the absence of heirs of the testator. The article raises the issues of the concept of the Institute of
escheat property, the conditions of attribution of property to the escheat property, as well as analyzes the chronology of the subjects
of the Russian Federation in the State Duma of the Russian Federation bills on amendments to article 1151 of the Civil code of the Rus-
sian Federation. This analytic approach is necessary for full scientific study of the question of attributing a property to the category of
escheat property under the law.
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
