The article examines the issues of legal nature, the order and consequences of giving, and also the withdrawal of consent to be the
executor of a will, the features of this consent as a legal fact are revealed and disclosed (generating a legal effect only in conjunction
with other circumstances, etc.); the author pays special attention to the multifaceted issues related to the assignment of the trustee “by
virtue of the law” trustee status, while pointing out the inconsistency of the legislative interpretation of the grounds for the relationship
of trust management by the testator (in comparison with the management carried out by other persons).
