Currently in judicial practice there are different approaches to understanding the scope of rights of the heirs and spouse of a participant
in a limited liability company in relation to this Corporation. It makes difficult in some cases to protect the rights of these individuals who are
interested in protecting the company’s assets from illegal encroachments by other participants, management, or third parties.

The author substantiates the position about granting to this persons rights to invalidate decisions of the meeting and transactions of the
corporation, transactions of other participants of the corporation. In this connection, were set the tasks: to determine the essence of the term
“corporate share”; to develop criteria for determining the situations when the aforesaid rights should be recognized for the heirs and the spouse.
