The article shows three models of calculating time in relation to civil law relations on the example of several jurisdictions representing the
main private legal systems of the world. The author proves that adherence to the particular order of time computation is strongly related to the
reception of one of the three traditional doctrines: Roman civil, Roman natural and Anglo-American. All three procedures of use of the order
of time calculating are analyzed on the example of the institute of commorientes (heirs in simultaneous death and death in quick succession).
Also author depicts the evolution of Russian Law and its transition from civil to natural time calculation in relation to the rules of succession
by heirs in simultaneous death and death in quick succession.
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
