PECULIARITIES OF INHERITANCE OF RESIDENTIAL PREMISES CONSTITUTING
ESCHEATED PROPERTY AND REFERRING TO THE LUXURY CATEGORY
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This article analyzes the draft federal law «On Amendments to Article 1151 of Part Three of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation»
prepared by the Ministry of Finance of the Russian Federation, as well as the draft Federal Law «On Amendments to the Law of the Russian
Federation «On Privatization of Housing Stock in the Russian Federation» and the Federal Law «On the Privatization of State and Municipal
Property» aimed at changing the mechanism for the disposal of public-law entities of residential premises that are escheat property and

belong to the category of «luxury».

The author comes to the conclusion that, since the inheritance of residential premises is one of the main ways of forming the housing
stock for social use, the adoption of these bills will impede the prompt provision of housing for citizens registered with housing, and therefore

believes that these bills are subject to deviation.
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
