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The category of “well-being” as a multifaceted phenomenon becomes the subject of study of various sciences, including sociology, psychology, economics, law.
Legal norms play an important role in ensuring human well-being, determining the scope and content of rights belonging to a person, securing guarantees of their
implementation and ways of protection. The direct association of the concept of “well-being” with material prosperity allows us to pay close attention to the ways of
acquiring property benefi ts, one of which is inheritance. The article attempts to identify those factors that directly affect the well-being of the heir as a person who
accepts property after the death of a citizen. In the light of the reform of inheritance legislation, it is concluded that it is necessary to take more fully into account the
principle of the family-related nature of inheritance, and the decision on increasing or reducing the number of heirs by law should take into account the intersectoral
approach. Attention is also drawn to the regime established by law for the exercise of the right of inheritance, which, due to the large number of cases on the restoration
of the term of acceptance of inheritance, may become the subject of legislative changes. The well-being of the heir is also called upon to ensure the norms on liability for
the debts of the testator. In this regard, it is proposed to establish compliance between the norms of Article 1175 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation and Article
131 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation; to make information about the identity of heirs open to creditors; to approach the court more closely to the issue of
bringing heirs to responsibility if the testator has obligations under a personal insurance contract.
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
