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The article reveals the international fugitives’ search procedure within the framework of the International Crim inal Police Organization —
Interpol. It has been established that, despite the existence of several stages of verification of information about a person submitted for place-
ment on the Interpol’s international wanted list, it is impossible to exclude the unreasonable use of this mechanism. The current case pend-
ing before the Court of the European Union (Case No. C-505/19), the decision on which may change the organization’s practice in the EU, is
analyzed. The legal remedies used in relation to the information contained in the Interpol database, which can be divided into supranational
and national, are identified. Interpol itself can be influenced solely through its internal Commission for the Control of INTERPOL's Files. Rem-
edies at the national level are more diverse.
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
