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The article reviews the influence of the French study of complicity on the establishing criminal jurisdiction over criminal acts. As in general un-
der French criminal law the acts of complicity depend completely on the main act, there are some problems concerning criminal prosecution of ac-
complices regardless of a perpetrator and in particular involving the appliance of the territorial principle when it is impossible to establish jurisdic-
tion over the main act. The authors have demonstrated the legislative solutions to the issues mentioned above. Moreover the France’s commitment
to facilitate the international cooperation and international crime prevention by making exceptions to the traditional way of establishing criminal ju-
risdiction over acts of complicity has been found.
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
