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The article discusses legal and temporary means that ensure the effectiveness of criminal procedural activities. The author analyzes
the opinion of the legislative bodies, the point of view of scientists and professional communities of different countries on the concepts
of ‘speed’, ‘timeliness’ and ‘reasonable time’ applicable to criminal proceedings. The article draws attention to the fact that despite
the desire for accelerated criminal proceedings, in almost all countries, law enforcement agencies strive to successfully solve other prob-
lems: fair, accurate and prompt resolution of criminal cases, providing sufficient time for officials to investigate criminal acts, creating
conditions for control and reviewing the progress of the investigation in criminal proceedings, as well as providing sufficient time for judg-
es to prepare and deliver a decision.
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
