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The article examines the stage of verification of a crime report from the position of the need for its legislative regulation. Also, the in-
ternational experience on this topic is investigated, the existing procedural models are described in detail on the example of the coun-
tries of the near and far abroad. An analysis of the provisions of the current criminal procedure law of Russia and foreign experience al-
lowed the authors to identify existing problems in the implementation of departmental control at the stage of verifying a crime report.
The authors substantiated the thesis that a detailed examination of the foreign procedural foundations of verifying a crime report will al-
low us to form the most suitable model for verifying a crime report for our state, taking into account all possible features and successful-
ly implement it into the current criminal procedural law of the Russian Federation.
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
