The article is dedicated to review of the content of crimes in the computer information sphere in the Russian Federation and abroad. The
authors analyze Russian and foreign publications and regulatory sources to trace the historical transformation of the concept and content of the
category of a crime in the computer information sphere, differentiate it from related concepts and de-scribe results of a comparative law study of the
regulatory content of these constituent elements in laws of foreign states. Apart from the countries traditionally used for comparison, the paper
studies the regulatory framework of states representing all continents that are the most valuable from geopolitical and technological standpoints:
CIS, EEC member states, the UK, the USA, Canada, Japan, China, South Korea, Australia, New Zealand, Israel, the UAE, India, Mexico, South Africa.
We believe that this approach gives an opportunity to objectify the results of the research work constituting in the study of crimes in the computer
information sphere on the modern international level.

The performed research has enabled to state the unity of the content of this category of crimes in the world, which allows assuming the unity of
methodological and tactical support of investigation of crimes in the computer information sphere in Russia and abroad.
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
