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The article analyzes the statutes and law enforcement practice of international courts regarding the problem of distribution of
the burden of criminal procedural proof between the parties. The results of the analysis gave grounds to conclude that, although in
general the courts recognize the existence of a contradiction of the specified distribution of the duty of proof to the meaning of the pre-
sumption of innocence, they still allow in certain situations, usually on the basis of legal presumptions of substantive law, the pos-
sibility of shifting from the prosecution to the defense side of the burden of some essential circumstances of the criminal case.
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
