Alexander GRUSHKO. Russia’s Membership in the Council of Europe: 25 Years on

The article provides an in-depth and critical analysis of interaction between Russia and the Council of
Europe over the past 25 years. It highlights the importance of practical work done in many formats within this
relationship, as well as tangible achievements made in the field of Russia-CoE cooperation.

The author proceeds to observe, however, that this interaction has been affected by negative trends, and
therefore there is a need for a profound evaluation of challenges faced. Summing up the 25 years of work,
it is essential to take stock of experience gained over these years, both positive and otherwise, and develop
possible solutions for emerging problems. Our cooperation should build on the CoE’s ability to strictly abide by
international law while taking into account approaches and specificities of all the Council of Europe member
states.
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
