The article explores various dimensions of the Pan-European legal space, which has been set up by the Council
of Europe, and Russia’s participation therein through its 25 year’ long membership in this unique international
institution. It demonstrates the purpose, principles, methods and achievements of the intergovernmental
cooperation within the Council of Europe and shows the benefits that all European states draw through their
participation in the common standard-setting. The European Convention on Human Rights is viewed, inter
alia, as a unique school of law, which shapes a common European legal identity. In conclusion, the author
addresses issues relating to the crisis of multilateralism and the inevitable need for Pan-European cooperation
notwithstanding the confrontation and even occasional conflicts on the continent.
