Anastasia KARITSKAYA. Legislation on Control and Supervisory Activities in the Constitutional-Justice
Dimension

The article is devoted to the legislation on control and supervisory activities. Based on the practice of the
Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation, the positive aspects of administrative reform laid down in the
federal laws “On Mandatory Requirements in the Russian Federation” and “On State Control (Supervision) and
Municipal Control in the Russian Federation” are evaluated. The article, in particular, notes the relationship
between the principles laid down in the decisions of the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation and some
legislative innovations, such as the principles of mandatory requirements, promotion of conscientious behavior
of controlled persons, and a risk-based approach in the implementation of control and supervisory activities.
