Dmitry KUZNETSOYV. Urgenda Case: The Problem of Separation of Powers within the Context of Imple-
mentation of State Ecologic Obligations (Part IT)

On 20 December 2019 the Supreme Court of the Netherlands completed a many-years dispute between a non-
governmental ecological organisation Urgenda Stiftung and the Government. The Court found that the latter has
failed to implement its international obligation in respect of fight against climate change and that the reduction of
greenhouse gas emission by the end of 2020 shall not be less than 25% in comparison to 1990. The decision became
one of the first celebrated “climate cases” causing a range of similar claims around the globe from Europe to Latin
America. However, the reasoning of the Supreme Court is open to objection and the arguments of the Court leave
a lot of questions, the most important of them is the issue of limits of interference of the judiciary to the ecological
policy of the state, while the latter has always been a domain of the legislative and executive branches of government.
This question is the main focus of the research. The second part of the article consists of three paragraphs. The first
paragraph studies relevant foreign case law and offers generalisation of courts’ approaches to climate cases: the human
rights approach and the ecological approach. The second paragraph analyses legal positions of the Constitutional
Court of the Russian Federation related to environmental protection and extrapolates conclusions of previous chapters
in relation to Russian constitutional justice. The third paragraph concludes the research made in two parts of the article.
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
