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Since the end of the last century, the method of informational psychological confrontation has become one of the most important
methods of terrorism. Information and psychological impact is represented by specific measures aimed at reducing the prestige and
influence of the internal affairs bodies in modern Russian society. The processes outlined above demonstrate the need to form a set
of measures related to ensuring the security of the Department of Internal Affairs from information and psychological threats carried out
by terrorist organizations. Information and psychological counteraction by the internal affairs bodies should be carried out in the following
areas: identification and classification of sources and channels associated with information and psychological impact, determination
of means to block them and eliminate the consequences of their impact; preventive work with police officers on the most pressing problems
of information warfare; conducting classes with the personnel of the Department of Internal Affairs on their training in methods of protection
from information threats, developing psychological stability, preparing for solving problems in an environment of aggressive information
and psychological influence.
