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Our study of the attitude towards the family among convicted women for violent (with physical violence) and non-violent (selfish orientation,
not related to physical violence) crimes in comparison with the questionnaire ‘Measurement of attitudes in a married couple’ Yu.E. Aleshina
and L.Ya. Gozman and the test ‘Parent-child relations’ (PARI) E.S. Shefer and R.K. Bell reflects a set of distinctive features. After the practical
psychocorrectional impact on women convicted of violent crimes using metaphorical associative cards, the features of their relationship to the
family changed, consisting of an individual subsystem (self-attitude, self-esteem, fears, experiences), a one-generation subsystem (marital,
parental and sibling relations), an intergenerational subsystem (child-parental and gender) relations. For the purpose of practical application
of metaphorical associative cards in correctional institutions, the article describes the effectiveness of their use by a penitentiary psychologist
in counseling and psychocorrectional work with convicted women serving a criminal sentence in the form of imprisonment, presents their
advantages, opportunities, limitations, selection strategies, range of application.
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
