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Observations of the last few years have made it possible to single out some peculiarities in the composition of convicts serving
sentences in prisons: a constant increase in the number of convicts with mental abnormalities, suffering from alcoholism, drug
addiction, and various behavioral disorders; a significant decrease in the average age of convicts. The main purposes of serving a
sentence in prison are: correction of convicts; reducing the recidivism of crimes; humanizing the conditions of detention of persons
in custody and persons serving a sentence of imprisonment, increasing guarantees for the observance of their rights and legitimate
interests; ensuring effective resocialization of convicts, mastering their basic social functions as a necessary condition for correction
and successful adaptation in society after release. This requires ensuring in prison not only the necessary regime requirements, but also
well-thought-out psychological and pedagogical work with this category of convicts. One of the means for solving the assigned tasks is
the organization and conduct of psychological work.
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
