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Negative family attitudes are most often laid down from childhood. A child is born and begins to remember everything that the surrounding
people (family) broadcast to him. On the basis of this information, a basic system of attitudes is formed in a person at an early age, in accordance
with the nature of which he builds his adult life. Psychological studies have noted the significant role of attitudes toward family relationships in
the determination of criminal behavior. In this regard, we assumed that the transformation of family attitudes in persons who have committed
crimes, serving criminal sentences, will contribute to their correction, resocialization and prevention of repeated crimes. The article describes
the features of attitudes towards family relations among women convicted of violent crimes. The results of the correlation study are presented
in the form of structurograms and can be used by penitentiary psychologists in the development of psychocorrectional programs to accompany
women serving criminal sentences in correctional colonies and registered with criminal executive inspectorates.
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
