Protection in the Sphere of the Freedom of Conscience
by Mechanisms of the United Nations in the Conditions

of Global Processes and Threats

The article explores the problems of protecting human rights in the field of freedom of conscience by United
Nations mechanisms in the context of modern global processes and threats. Global processes are considered
as a set of integration phenomena, the uneven development of which, ultimately, determines the instability
of international relations and planetary threats that impede sustainable development. Noting the special
role of the realization of the right to freedom of conscience, especially in the context of overcoming ethno-
confessional divisions, the author points out the key role of universal international legal principles and norms
for the protection of human rights in the field of freedom of conscience, which are contained in the UN Charter
(1945), the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948), Covenants (1966) and other fundamental acts.
Further, the universal mechanisms of protecting the right to freedom of conscience are critically analyzed,
which include: a subsystem of the main (statutory) bodies of the UN, as well as subsidiary (extra-statutory)
bodies; a subsystem of specialized UN agencies (UNESCO (104 EX/3.3 confidential procedure for the analysis
of complaints of human rights violations in the fields of education, science, culture and communication)); a
subsystem of treaty bodies (UN Human Rights Committee). It is concluded that international cooperation is
strengthened in In order to improve universal principles, norms and mechanisms for protecting human rights
in the field of freedom of conscience, it will help to overcome ethno-confessional conflicts, the progressive
development of international law, reduce global threats and move towards sustainable development of the
world community.
