Fedorov A.V. Criminal Liability of Legal Entities
as a New Law Development Area

The article reviews the issues of the establishment of the institution of criminal liability of legal entities.
It is noted that criminal liability of legal entities is not a carryover dating from the remote past as has been
customary to declare for years in the science of Soviet criminal law, but a modern, dynamically developing
legal institution. The author states that more and more countries of the world are introducing criminal
liability of legal entities in their laws including the majority of countries of the former socialist camp,
in particular, the former constituent republics of the USSR. The article points out that the development
of market relations inevitably leads to the establishment of corporate criminal liability in the Russian
Federation as well, as our country is already a party to a number of international agreements providing for
the establishment of criminal liability of legal entities. The absence of criminal liability of legal entities in the
Russian Federation is in fact a gap in the positive law. This gap is obvious from the standpoint of the doctrine
on legal capacity as a capacity of a party, whether an individual or a legal entity, to have and exercise rights
and obligations, i.e. act as a subject of legal relationships including the ones relating to legal liability. Studies
of the indicated part of foreign laws and their application practice are valuable for the development of the
Russian corporate criminal liability theory and preparation of the corresponding amendments to the laws.
