Timofeev S.V. A Force Majeure as a Basis for Release
from Civil Liability

In the article, the author analyzes the theoretical and legal implementation aspects of force majeure
as a basis for exemption from civil liability. The author came to the conclusion that due to the lapidarity of
the legal definition of this concept, its semantic manifestation is given in the normative interpretation of
the higher courts, however, in law enforcement practice, in order to avoid mistakes, the lower courts should
be guided by both of the features that make up this concept in aggregate, and far from any accidental a
previously unpredictable life circumstance can be recognized as a force majeure circumstance, for this it
must meet the criterion of exclusivity and directly relate to a specific contractual obligation.
