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Zhukov G.K. On the Prosecutor’s
Supervision Practice and Carrying out of
Criminal Prosecution by a Prosecutor
within Pre-Trial Proceedings under the
Statute of Criminal Proceedings of 1864

The article discusses the role of the public prosecutor in the
field of criminal prosecution and supervision of the criminal
procedure activities of judicial investigators in pre-trial
proceedings in the second half of the XIX — early XX centuries.
Based on archival and memoir sources, the author analyzes the
practice of imple-menting the provisions of the post-reform
criminal procedural legislation and assesses the sufficiency of the
supervisory and procedural powers of the prosecutor and the
effectiveness of their application. Particular at-tention is paid to
the lack of the prosecutor’s authority at the present stage to apply
to the investigator with binding proposals on the performance of
investigative and other procedural actions. In this case, the author
proceeds from the fact that this power is an integral part of the
legal position of the public prosecutor in the pre-trial stages of
criminal proceedings.
