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Pushkov A.M. The Berne Convention as the Basis for the International
Copyright Protection System on the Modern Technological Development
Stage

The article analyzes the provisions of the Berne Convention for the Protection of Literary and Artistic
Works, which has become a fundamental treaty for the modern international system of copyright protection.
The authors conclude that the principles laid down in the Berne Convention allowed to fully extend copyright
protection to the results of creative activity presented in digital form, including those intended for use by
means of new technical means.

It is pointed out that some of the approaches laid down by the Berne Convention have now become
obsolete because of their links to the notion that there must be a material object for the work, which in the
current “digital age” is not necessarily produced since more and more works come into being and are used
mainly or even exclusively in digital form. It is therefore impossible to apply to such works the notion of
“country of origin” provided for by the Berne Convention.

The authors argue that in modern conditions the inclusion of the work in special publicly accessible
digital registries, including the use of blockchain technologies to ensure the reliability of data storage and
guarantee the impossibility of unauthorized changes, can serve as an analogue of the “publication” of the
work. The authors also justify the need for further improvement of the system of international agreements
in the field of copyright protection and other intellectual property rights.
