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Mazovka E.N. Credit (Loan) Relations
Involving Spouses: Qualification
Problems

The article is devoted to the legal issues occurring at the
moment of conclusion or execution of credit (or loan) agreement
which take place within marriage according to the will of one of
the spouses. The authors look upon credit (or loan) relationships
as a complex set of facts which consists of legal relation between
a creditor and a borrower, legal relation between creditor and
borrower’s spouse and legal relation between spouses. The
conclusion is made that introduction of the borrower’s spouse as
legal relation separate entity is viable before the conclusion of
credit (or loan) agreement, not within debt collection in court. It is
proved that spouses’ internal legal relations are essential for
external legal relations between a creditor and a borrower. It is
proved that it is necessary to expand the borrower’s duties with
regard to consent — the obligation to make a deal and providing
certificate of expenditure on family purposes signed by both
spouses.
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
