G.Z. Dzhavakyan. The Idea of Self-Restriction of Government:
In Search of the Constitutional Legal Grounds

The article reviews the idea of self-restriction of government in its constitutional and legal dimension that is somewhat forgotten
in the doctrine. The paper analyzes the problem of the search for the constitutional and legal grounds for internal repression of
government discretion in conditions of inevitable intertwining of the general state functions between all branches of government
and the origination of non-regulated zones, on the one hand, and irreducibility and insufficiency of external restraints, on the other
hand. The author concludes that the form of cooperation between different government subjects where self-restriction of discretion
by one force is not mirrored by other forces is unable to ensure an equilibrium and a reasonably balanced state of the government.
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
