E.V. Boldyreva. Constitutional Legal Principles of the Organization of the System

of Education in the Russian Federation

The article examines the constitutional principles of the organization and functioning of each element of the education
system. The elements of the education system are conventionally divided into groups. For each group, its own system of
constitutional principles is indicated and their content is revealed. So, in relation to students and their parents, teachers,
the basic principles of the constitutional status of an individual, such as inalienability and equality of rights and freedoms,
their guarantees. General principles of the organization and activities of public authorities, such as democracy, rule of law,
publicity, delimitation of competence between federal authorities and public authorities of the Russian Federation, and the
unity of public authorities, apply to public authorities and local self-government bodies exercising management in the field of
education. Educational organizations, employers, legal entities carrying out activities in the field of education are obliged to
comply with the principle of legality in their activities. In relation to the elements of the education system aimed at ensuring
the quality of education, the constitutional principle of compliance of the quality of education with federal state standards is

in force.
